1. Decide if you want your Beveled Mirror to hang either vertically or horizontally. If you want it to
hang vertically, remove the Mirror Frame Bracket (Q) and line it up to the predrilled holes on
the short side of the Mirror Frame (C) as in Figure 1. Attach with four #6 x 3/4" Flat Head
Screws (I).

Determine where you want the bottom of your mirror to end and draw a faint pencil line on the
wall. For a vertical placement, use a tape measure and measure up 38-1/2" from that mark.
Draw a faint line. For a horizontal placement, measure up 27". Draw a faint line. The top line is
where you attach the Mirror Wall Bracket (R). If you like, you can erase the faint bottom pencil
mark. See Figures 3 and 3a.
